Eligibility
Selection will be based on the following:

· Academic Achievement, including a cumulative GPA of 2.5 or above

· 15 community-service hours served in 2018-2019
· Essay

· Participation in extracurricular activities

· Completion of application

· In-person interview

*Jack and Jill members are not eligible to apply.

Interviews of qualified applicants will be held in the month of April.  Scholarship recipients will be notified in early to mid May and invited to participate in a ceremony with fellow recipients in late May to early June.  Scholarship funds will be made available only after students verify enrollment in an accredited institution of higher learning for fall 2019.
